Town Assessor Angela Silva was present to discuss the tax rate, abatements and a few other items.

The new tax rate will be $16.25. The 2017 final property tax warrant(explanation attached) is $21,200,531. Total abatements and refunds $754.
Ms. Silva says tax rates are up overall. The county stayed the same 
but the town and schools are up.
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The town is up approximately $800,000 mostly due to warrant articles. The school is up approximately $2 million.

The value of the power plant has gone down so the Selectmen have had to be fiscally conservative.
